To assess compliance by the Licensees with Conditions of Supply 

              iii)
To protect consumer interests and overall performance of utilities; and 

              iv)
To recommend changes in the Supply Code, wherever required.

The Supply Code Review Panel shall come into being on the date of its publication in the official gazette and have a term for a period of two years.

A non-official member of the Review Panel will be entitled to receive for each day on which the meeting is held and he is present, traveling allowance at the rate admissible to Grade-I officer of the State Government and sitting fee of Rs.500/- (Rs.five hundred only).
